Course Title: Introduction to Old Testament – Year 1 

Level: Certificate in Old Testament  
Academic Year: 2025–2026 

Course Description 

This course is designed to give students an understanding of the history and development of the 
Coptic Version of the Old Testament, including a survey of its stages of research, publication, and 
preservation. Students will explore the manuscripts, the current state of preservation, and the use 
of the Coptic Old Testament within the Coptic Orthodox Church. 

The course will also discuss the value that this version contributes to our Coptic Orthodox 
Christian knowledge and understanding of the Scriptures. 

No prior knowledge of the Coptic language is required. Assessment will be based on the lecture 
notes, assigned readings, and the students’ comprehension as demonstrated in midterm and final 
examinations, consisting of multiple-choice questions, short answers, and short essays. A project 
may be substituted for the final examination only with the consent of the instructor.
